COLLABORATION AGREEMENT

This legally binding (*Agreement”) is made and entered into on this 2° April 2025 (‘Effective
Date’) by and between:

Thai China Education Service Center (TCESC-THAILAND), a company incorporated
in Thailand, with registration number of 0105567186125, with its registered office 729
Praditmanutum Road Saphan Song Sub District Wangthonglamg District Bangkok 10310

Whereas TCESC-THAILAND is considered to be a Service Provider / representative under
TAIS (CHINA), with its registered office at FL 47 BId 2 Sunyard International, 1750 Binhong
Rd, Hangzhou, People's Republic of China (hereinafter referred to as “TCESC (THAILAND)
Service Provider under TAIS (CHINA)").

And

Siam University,a university established and existing under the laws of Thailand, with its
registered office at 38 Phet Kasem Rd, Bang Wa, Phasi Charoen, Bangkok 10160
(hereinafter referred to as “SU”)

“Party” means each of (i) the TCESC-THAILAND and TCESC (THAILAND) Service
Provider under TAIS (CHINA), individually or collectively as one “Party” and (ii) the Siam
University, as one *Party”; and “Parties” means all of them

Background

The long-standing educational cooperation between Thailand and China has led to an
increasing number of Chinese students seeking academic opportunities in Thailand.
Recognizing this demand, various Chinese and student

agencies have emphasized the need for a structured and reliable pathway for Chinese
students to enroll in Thai universities.

Despite this demand, some concerns among Chinese parents and students have emerged
regarding student safety, environmental factors such as PM2.5 pollution, and Thailand's
regulatory measures on foreign businesses. Such concerns, often amplified by media
reports, have impacted confidence levels in selecting Thailand as a study destination.

To address these concems and enhance Thailand's appeal as a top destination for Chinese
students, the Tai Zhong He Xue Program (TCEP) was established as a structured tripartite
